FCC to Assemble Hygiene Kits on March 15th

partnering to lead the congregation in a new mission service effort for 

Week of Compassion this month.  We will be assembling Hygiene Kits for 

refugees and disaster victims.  The Hygiene Kits are distributed by Church 

World Service, one of Week of Compassion’s major partners in world-wide 

disaster response. 

 

OUR GOAL IS 18 KITS!  WE NEED YOUR HELP! 
 

One complete hygiene kit includes: 
 

One hand towel, approximately 16” x 28” (no fingertip or bath towels) 

One washcloth 

One wide-tooth comb 

One nail clipper (no metal files or emery boards) 

One bar of soap (bath size in wrapper) 

One toothbrush (no toothpaste*) 

Six Band-Aids 

 

All the materials are sealed in a one-gallon size zipper bag. 
 

* Toothpaste with an extended expiration date is added just prior to shipping. 

 
We will be asking people to sign up to bring six of any one item required.  

You may, of course, sign up to bring more than one set of six. 

 

We will also need $2 donated for each kit ($36 total) to cover the costs of 

sorting, packing, insurance and distribution. 

 

PLEASE HAVE ALL ITEMS HERE BY SUNDAY, MARCH 15TH.  That day 

after worship, we will gather in the Fellowship Hall to assemble everyone’s 

donations into the completed kits.  This is a great project for families to do 

together!
